SNOMED-CT: The letter agreed last time had not yet been sent, but DL was preparing a position paper to be sent following clarification of some issues during his forthcoming meeting with BT. The paper prepared by BT for the Community Nursing Strategy would be circulated

The eNWI request to share minutes would be included in the agenda for next week’s meeting.
