06/12 Video and Teleconference links

06/12 New Members

          The Chair reported that he had not heard from either Gill Devereaux (CPHVA) or Sam Hooey (South East Wales) regarding the meeting and suspected therefore that they were not on the Co-ordinating Committee List serve. 06/13 Apologies   

         The extensive list of apologies is shown above. However, despite this, the Chair decided to continue with the meeting in order that the impetus is not lost.

06/14 Minutes of the meeting of the 14th February were agreed as a correct record other than under 05/79 the ‘Action’ was wrongly attributed to Angela Perrett.

06/15 Matters arising from the minutes/Action notes:

          06/03 The Chair reported that he was contacting Denise Richards in order to get a member from the WNMC to replace Lynn Lynch who had resigned.

          06/05 As reported above Sam Hooey was not on the Listserve but would now be added. It was agreed the Chair would write to him welcoming him to the eNWI

Co-ordinating Committee.

         05/72 RH reported that he had followed up his initial contact with Carolyn Wallace the Convenor of the Nursing Assessment, Wales Special Interest Group. Unfortunately despite an apparent interest in the work of eNWI and discussion on how we could link with this special interest group no further response had been forthcoming. He had emailed her on the 23rd March but there was no response up to the time of the meeting. He would continue to ‘chase this up’. It was considered to be particularly important as the assessment will need to be linked to the EPR.  

         05/09 HITS- Unfortunately the ‘Action’ had been wrongly ascribed and therefore none had taken place. The view articulated by eNWI members at a previous meeting was that there was no point in Informing Healthcare being dismissive of this approach to multi-disciplinary IT training developed in Ireland without it having been properly evaluated in Wales. The proposal had been that IHC fund a small group of diverse healthcare professionals to undertake the HITS training and then for an evaluation to take place. This would have the twin benefits of being quick and if the evaluation was positive the saving of considerable time and energy in developing a ‘Wales’ training package that would in itself require an evaluation to see if the outcomes were appropriate. The Chair would raise this with Mark Scriven.

 June Clark reported that IN (Information in Nursing Group, RCN) was also interested in HITS and that Sharon Levy had arranged a meeting in the last few days with the RCN Learning Zone representatives to discuss this. Angela Perret also stated that she felt that contact should be made with Vic Heard, Project Manager, ‘Access to learning’ (ENLEA) telling them we would be delighted to co-operate with them.

        06/07 Contact with Director of IHC. JC reported that she had been in touch with Gwyn Thomas’s PA regarding the following issues:

1. Gwyn Thomas to attend future eNWI meeting- it was agreed that RH would write to invite him to the June meeting (30th June).

2. Gwyn Thomas had agreed to speak at the RCN ehealth event in Cardiff on the 13th July (see ‘Any other business’). 

3. A joint CASPE/RCN event at the Cowdray Hall on the 19th July at which JC is speaking.     

06/16 New business:

a) Unified Assessments meeting. RH reported that he had become aware of a Study Day/Workshop that is due to take place on the 26th April at Llandrindod entitled ‘Unified Assessments in Wales- Developments in Research and Practice’. He had managed to get an invitation and would ensure that eNWI’s concern over both UA and the Assessment process in particular is raised and will report back to the next meeting.

b) NNN Conference Philadelphia.

JC & RH reported on their attendance at the above. There were three main threads to report, firstly that the presentation on eNWI and the Conceptual framework was well received, secondly the opportunity it afforded to meet ‘old’ friends such as Marjory Gordon, Karen Martin (OMAHA) and Judy Warren and Kay Avant both of whom are involved in HL 7 in the US and thirdly to see the way in which NANDA International is restructuring in order to really become ‘International’. The good news is that Prof. Dickon Weir-Hughes (Chief Nurse and Deputy Chief Executive of the Royal Marsden Hospital) has been elected to the position of President Elect of NANDA. eNWI members that attended our Conference in Bodelwyddan will recognise that he was one of our guest speakers on the day and we’re sure he’s will remain a good friend and supporter of what we’re trying to do in eNWI. June Clark remains a member of the Board of Directors.

c) Request from Martin Murphy Clinical Director ihc.

RH reported that he had been contacted by Martin Murphy who is looking for a nurse to become a member of the Design Board. What is required is ‘someone with a thorough understanding of the Nursing Process who could provide advice and a detailed review of healthcare/clinical design into this Board. Previous experience on IT Projects or Process Change would be helpful but not essential.’

He asks that we suggest a few people who might be interested in this work.

RH felt that in the light of such few members being present he would note this in the minutes of the meeting and members could send the names of individuals (with their consent of course) that might be interested to Martin at: Martin.Murphy@ihc.wales.nhs.uk.

The Chair introduced the following items that had not appeared on the Agenda:

d) Access to knowledge Press release.

RH reminded everyone of this that had been circulated to the Co-ordinating Committee by Angela Perrett and Angela spoke to this briefly at the meeting. Over 400 journals are now available on-line of which at least half are nursing journals.

e) Funding of IT training for nurses. 

JC had been in discussion with the RCN on this, particularly with Adrienne Wilcox of RCN Direct. An event was to take place at RCN Direct in Cardiff (for RCN members) on the 15th June, 3-7pm called ‘There’s no such thing as a  daft question’ where members can attend and have one to one teaching on any aspect of IT that they need. eNWI members were asked to note and promulgate this and BB was putting the information on the ehealth nurses network.

06/17 Listserves-Progress Report

In the absence of Bernice Baker there was nothing specific to report. However those present expressed their thanks for BB’s diligent work on behalf of eNWI

06/18 Web Page- Progress report.

Again there was nothing specific to report. Alan Thomas agreed to look at the translation into Welsh of the web-page.

06/19 Financial Report

Dave Lloyd would provide a financial report to the next meeting and also a budget for this coming year to reflect our financial commitments.

06/20 Secretariat Report.

There was nothing to report. RH suggested that in view of the difficulties everyone has in attending the meetings because the ‘day job’ intrudes whether the nomination of a Deputy Secretary might be good idea. 

06/21 Any other business

a) JC reported that Alison Kitson of the RCN had found some money to fund the production of a leaflet for the IN Group and it was also proposed that a more substantial leaflet be produced on IT in nursing and that BB would be central to this.

In addition the RCN is planning to do a campaign on information in nursing and that the IN Forum and eNWI would need to feature.

b) It was agreed that eNWI should have its own leaflet and Alan Thomas agreed to work on this.

c) Angela Perret reported that the RCN was holding a half-day, IT event in Cardiff on the 13th July at which Gwyn Thomas (IHC), Sharon Levy, June Clark and Tina Donelly (Director RCN Wales) would be speaking. This had initially been planned as being for Learning Reps. only but would now be for a wider audience. Some discussion took place on this and it was agreed that Angela would liaise further with JC on this prior to it being advertised more widely.

d) RH reported that although eNWI was doing good work, much of what was done at the meetings was in the nature of information exchange and that eNWI should be about far more than that. Some of the things he had in mind had been raised by BB in her email of the 14th February, for example the vision we have of the scope of what we might achieve, how are we going to do it, what are we really for? Etc. RH proposed that we should have a workshop day for this, either taking one of the days that we have all ready earmarked for a meeting in this year or a separate day. The Co-ordinating Committee would asked for their views.
