ACENDIO Conference Amsterdam April 2007

DL reported back on the conference, which was also attended by JH, PT, JC & BT
DL & JC presented a workshop at the conference on the Conceptual Model.  There was considerable interest from attendees and a Swiss colleague has translated the Model .  it was agreed that eNWI should continue to develop the potential of the model.

Brussells “round-table” tele-conferencing

DL reported back on a tele-conference of key ITC industry stakeholders of a European group, who wished nursing input into future systems of ehealth.  Attendance at this tele-conference was initiated by Janette Bennett, and included BB.
DL has a powerpoint presentation from this group, which he will forward to anyone interested.  The PP presentation formed the basis of the group discussion.  The main themes that emerged in the discussion were the need for a client focussed approach to ehealth information BB , and the need for a standard agreed language to capture medical, nursing and related clinical information.  DL suggested to the group that SNOMED CT would be the most appropriate, but there was some resistance to this in favour of the ICNP system.  There was some discussion regarding whether NHS England had formally adapted SNOMED CT as the standardised language for CfH.  DL to investigate and report to next meeting.
