07/19 Video and Teleconference links

These were established as above.

07/20 Apologies
These had been received as listed above.

The Chair apologised for the fact that for some inexplicable reason some members had not received their agenda, action points or minutes whereas others had and that this would be investigated.

07/21 Minutes of the meeting of the 23rd February 2007

These were accepted as a correct record subject to the following amendments:

a) That Janette Bennett’s name is added to those people that had apologised.

b) That in minute 06/09 the title INLIAH be corrected to NLIAH.

c) That minute 06/75 (embed eNWI into NHS Wales consciousness) be modified to indicate that a twin track approach by both eNWI and IHC be emphasised and welcomed.

07/22 Matters arising from the minutes

a) Not on agenda or appearing as Action points

07/17b It was confirmed that eNWI is now included with the RCN and BCS as a sponsor of the Conference at Tŷ Maeth on the 14th November.

b) Action points

06/39 All Wales Assessment document.
This has now been published.

06/39 Jan Hesketh reported how difficult it was for nurses situated on the borders of England and Wales to understand that the current advertisements on the availability of email for ‘all’ nurses only applied to nurses working in England.

06/39 Attendance from CNO’s office. 

It was reiterated that the letter to Polly Ferguson would need to be sensitively phrased to emphasise the complementary value of attending the eNWI meetings and to receive separate briefings from Bev. Thomas on the work of IHC.

07/10 Contact with members

Dave Lloyd had not yet written to those members that find it difficult to 

attend meetings but would so soon.

06/09 Tony Paget to review NLIAH CD.

Tony Paget had reviewed the NLIAH CD, which is mainly a text-based disc of showcase projects in Wales. It has a useful list of resources by way of PDF files and links to other sources. In Tony’s view it is appropriate for those in Senior Management/ Leadership positions and very senior clinicians. In the light of this it was agreed that Tony would look at HITS and assess its usefulness.

Apparently a Nursing Computer Driving License has been designed but members were not aware of the details. Angela Perrett volunteered to find out more about it and report back to the next meeting.

06/74 Membership of eNWI

Bernice Baker reported that the contact form for individuals who wish to join eNWI includes a section for ‘area’ and ‘country’ but that this is frequently not completed. However Bernice would make a table of the membership information and email it to the Co-ordinating Committee but only for their information.

06/75 Embed eNWI into NHS Wales’s consciousness.

Dave Lloyd undertook to remind June Clark she had agreed to forward the presentation she had made to the NEW group for inclusion on the eNWI website.

07/17 Parliamentary Health Select Committee.

Dave Lloyd and Bernice Baker had, as agreed, discussed this outside the meeting and decided that it was better to keep eNWI out of the problems of Connecting for Health. Bernice Baker outlined the process of the review and those individuals invited to give evidence to the Select Committee.

07/23 Standing items

a) email for nurses

It was noted that all the advertisements of NHS Mail encouraging nurses to apply for access to email fails to state that this applies only to England. Angela Perrett volunteered to write a note for the eNWI website to make this clear.

It was agreed that this item should be discussed at the next but one meeting and in the meantime Tony Paget for Mid and West Wales and Pauline Tang for South and East Wales would review the access that nurses in Wales have to email facilities.

b) Funding of eNWI

The question was raised as to why we need additional funding anyway. It was agreed that funding was required for various ‘actions’, for example membership surveys, pump priming events, support specific areas of work, promoting eNWI etc. One way of obtaining funds would be to approach commercial organisations but while not ruling this out it was agreed that it would need very careful consideration. Another way would be to work with NHS organisations to try to get them to co-sponsor events with us. It was proposed that we should target the Higher Education Grants available through the National Assembly particularly if we wish to fund a specific piece of work.

A further proposal was that we should attempt to increase our visibility among community practitioners, H.V’s, District Nurses, School nurses etc. and that two ways of doing this were firstly to write an article of the Community Practitioners Journal and secondly to seek to make a presentation to their conference in October. It was agreed that Dave Lloyd, Jan Hesketh and Rodney Hughes should explore this. This would be a recurring item on the agenda.

c) Financial Report

Dave Lloyd reported that we have £510 in our account.

d) Secretariat Report   

Rodney Hughes reported that as the Resting Chairman he was happy to continue with this role for the time being.

e) Membership of eNWI  

This had been dealt with under item 06/74.

f) Information update and exchange

   North Wales 

         Dave Lloyd reported that the group in Conwy and Denbighshire NHS Trust

         ‘invitee’ to the meetings. The group is organised by Alix Buckley. Currently 

         they are keen to look at the Meditext system used at the Countess of Chester 

         Hospital and Myrddin used in the Carmarthenshire Trust.

07/24 Any other business

Bernice Baker reported that she had been approached by a practitioner from Cardiff who had devised a paper form but that now wanted advice on how to make it suitable for an electronic medium. It was agreed she/he should be given the contact details of Pauline Tang and Sam Hooey in order to progress this.

It was noted that Microsoft have just made available software entitled ‘My Health on line’ but no one available had evaluated this as yet.

07/25 Date, time and place of next meeting.
